Bath & Bristol Trip: The Bristol Bit

IT was now time to tackle Bristol and after arriving
by local train it was decided to take two taxis to the
first pub. Unfortunately our taxi driver decided to
give us a guided tour of Bristol and we even had to ask
someone for directions. We got a cheer as we arrived
at the Bag of Nails 15 minutes after the others. On
the bar were Downton Hop Top 4%, Blindmans Pump
Action 4.8%, Hop Back Crop Circle 4.2%, Batemans
England Expects 4%, Cains Stout and Archers Saucy
Mare. Around the corner and up the hill was the Hope
& Anchor where Moles Mole Catcher, Dark Star Over
the Moon, Otter Bright & Head, Everards Original and
a Butts beer where available. After the episode with
the taxi we decided to walk into Bristol and it wasn't
long before we came across the Bunch of Grapes,
which had Cotleigh Golden Seahawk and Blindmans
Mine Bear & Firkin Good. Then we called in the Old
Fish Market but it was packed out with rugby fans and
we couldn't get to the bar so we went on to the next
pub, the Seven Stars, but they only had Theakstons
beers on (what's wrong with Theakstons beers? -Ed)
so it was on to Cornubia. Here they had Bristol
Brewery Milk Stout 4.5%, Grainstore Nip and Hidden
Old Sarum & Pint at 3.8%. We had to wait 10 minutes
for the Kings Head to open, a real classic inventory
pub, where they had Bath Gem, Courage Best,
Wadworth 6X, and Sharps Doom Bar. Then it was on to
the final pub, the Reckless Engineer, which had
Bombardier, Otter Bitter and Butcombe Bitter before
heading back for he 8.29 train, which we nearly missed
as Sooty (who had been to the chip shop with Two
Gallon Man) had the tickets. They had to run to the
station and got the train just in time. More time is
needed in Bristol next time - Charisma

I have surveyed the Hawk and Buckle in Etwall, most

weekends, and I think it should get a mention. An old
Etwallian has returned to the village and gone into
partnership with the existing landlord Clive. Tim
Barlow is a good egg and the beer at the moment is
great. They have just got Cask Marque. They have
five hand pumps with Pedigree, Old Empire and
Marstons Burton Bitter as staples, plus two guests,
one has been Deuchars. Bloody expensive though at
£2.60 for guests. I think the Empire is over £2.70 as
well. There's a very friendly boozer atmosphere in
there at the moment too. I would give the ales I like
in there a 4, and a 4+ in some cases, so it's well worth
a visit if you're in the neighbourhood. They sell good
tucker and have regular entertainment, usually

Saturday nhights. Around the village The
Blenheim Inn is too weird to call a pub and
best avoided if you are normal, though I'm
told the Pedigree is very good, it always
has been if you like that sort of thing. The
Spread Eagle has Draught Bass, Pedigree
and Abbott, all of which are so cold they
have lost their flavour and are best
avoided. They have Leffe Blond on tap,
which is some mitigation if you're loaded.
The Seven Wells has Old Speckled Hen
and Olde Trip; T can't adequately describe
these beers except to say they are
ordinary at best, though cheap at about
£2.20. The food is standard pub fare but
good - Field Ape

On Thursday 29™ of March Del, Uncle
Albert & I paid a visit to the beer festival
at the Holly Bush, Makeney. Of the 18
beers available between us we sampled
Hambleton Nightmare 5%, York Decade
4.1%, Loddon Ferrymans Gold 4.4%, Uley
Pigs Ear 5%, Beartown Bearskinful 4.2%,
Atlas Three Sisters 4.2%, E&S Elland
Tomahawk 4.7 %, Salamander Holly Bush
Bitter 4.2%, Kemptown Ye Old Trout 4.5%,
Naylors Wilkies Wobbler 5.2% & Exmoor
Stag 5.2%. Pedi, London Pride, Landlord,
Derventio Aquilifer, GK Abbot, OSH &
LBW were available on the bar

IT was a sunny, mid-April, Sunday and it
gave an opportunity o ride from Ilkeston
to Heanor to try some places not visited
for some time. The garden of the Rutland
Cottage was full to capacity with families
and it was easy to see why. There was very
good Deuchars IPA with others on offer
being Pedigree, Abbot and Old Speckled
Hen as alternatives. This has always been
a thriving pub and was nice to visit again.
Sadly, nearby at the Mallard, (for older
readers the Brick and Tile) the Adnams
Bitter was very disappointing and so there
was no enthusiasm to try the Broadside or
Bombardier which was on offer. Arriving in
Heanor the Mundy Arms has for some
time been an all day foodery that serves

some beer. Now fully Greene King it offered 6K
I.P.A and Old Speckled Hen and one T tried which
was labeled Morland Tanners Jack. It was quite good
though. Highlight of my month was a trip to The King
William at Milford for the beerfest. There were
approx 20 beers plus ciders to go at and the "never
heard of it" always attracts. All Gates Napoleons
Retreat 3.9% and Fernandes Hoppers Special| 4.1%
were very good but the Nottingham E.P.A 4.2% could
not be bypassed in the good atmosphere. Nice to see
the Saturday Daily Telegraph, Weekend Section, of
21st April devoting 5, yes 5, full pages to all aspects
of real ale - The Escapist

Shirley & Ray are running the White Post at
Stanley Common now that Vic has sold up and
retired, being from Newall near Swadlincote and
having family from Ripley they are fairly local. The
new owner comes from Aldridge and has got Shirley
& Ray, with their experience, to take charge of this
their 3™ pub. There is still going to be a range of
real ales available including guest beers from the
nearby Funfair Brewery. To their credit they seem
to be carrying on where Vic left off with beer
festivals planned for the May and August bank
holidays and they hope to be having some beers from
Nutbrook Brewery

On Friday 13™ April I visited the Bull's Head at
Denby Common for a meal, which was very good with
excellent and friendly service of food and also at the
bar. The beer was average quality with Adnams
Bitter, Old Speckled Hen and Abbot available.
Recommended for eating out. Also made it to the
Cask Marque accredited Three Horseshoes at
Morley on Thursday 19™ April where both the
Pedigree and Batemans XXXB were excellent. After
a walk on Saturday 21%" April finishing mid afternoon
at Calver, called at the Bridge Inn for a swift
Morland Tanners Jack that I did not greatly enjoy.
Also available in this former HH pub were Abbot &
Pedigree. Food was urgently required so we moved to
the nearby Eyre Arms, which is an all-day eater. The
food is quite expensive but decent and the Pedigree
was ok. Also on my travels I have noticed that the
Sitwell Arms at Woodside is now totally hon-smoking
and that the Jolly Colliers at Horsley Woodhouse
has re-opened yet again in another probably futile
attempt to compete with the Old Oak. Does anyone
else recall the time when the locals at the Jolly
Colliers performed a variety show and later opened a
curtain at closing time to reveal a plaque from which

all present sang a goodnight anthem? Chris P Duck

On the hazy morning of Sunday 15™ of April we
decided to have a rare foray into Warwickshire where
we parked up at a cemetery just outside the village of
Hurley (T had intended us starting from Ridge Lane
but I directed Del at the wrong island so we ended up
here). We walked through the village and down Dexter
Lane to Foul End and joined the Heart of England Way,
which we followed most of the way to Nether
Whitacre. We passed the Gate, which we visited way
back in 2000, and headed through Hoggrill's End
(which sounds like something out of a Harry Potter
book) to Shustoke Reservoir, we couldn't find the
official path but a tree had fallen across the stream
and made a rather handy footbridge, though I was
half expecting King Kong to come and shake us off it
at any time. We had a leisurely stroll round the end of
the reservoir to Shustoke where we called in the busy

Plough and had swift halves of Bass &
M&B Mild (which is brewed by Highgate),
the other beers available were Blacksheep
and Banks' Bitters. We made our way,
avoiding the busy road, to the GBG listed
Griffin Inn, former home of the Church
End Brewery, where we had a choice from
Banks' Original, Hook Norton Old Hooky,
Pedi, Old Peculier, Landlord, RCH
Pitchfork, York SPA & Decade and Beowulf
WPA. Good pub with a good selection but
with prices ranging from £2.30 to £3.00
we thought it a bit steep the RCH was in
good order though. Next stop was the
Bulls Head just down the road at Furnace
End where Jennings Golden Host was
preferred fo Pedi and Batemans XXXB.
Having been given a sign earlier we
decided to make our way back, via Botts
Green, to Nether Whitacre and call in the
Dog Inn which had Bombardier, Pedi,
Archers Golden and M&B Brew XTI (which
is brewed by Brains and went down a
treat). From there it was back to Foul
End, via Whitacre Hall, from where we re-
traced our steps back to the car..well and
truly worn out. 4 characterful and
recommendable pubs, a choice from 18
different real ales and not 1 cloud in the
sky all day do Sundays get any better than
this?

Abbot. Though it's a meals orientated pub the IPA
(which I had against my better judgment) was in
good order and there was plenty of comfortable
seating. A band was setting up in a corner but we
had to leave before they started up. We walked
down the road to Plungar took the footpath on to
the Grantham Canal for the short stretch back to
the car, where on consulting the 2007 GBG the pub
at Barkestone is called the Chequers....so its either
had a change of name recently or we went in the
wrong pub... wouldn't that be a bugger?

Then it was into the rear
room where there were two more bars, I decided to
try the XXX rated selection, which had beers with
very suggestive names. On my way I bumped into
Dave Brown (who used to run the Old Poets at
Holbrook) and got a very warm welcome, he now runs
the cellar part time so its easy to see why the pub
has a good reputation for serving a good range of
beers in excellent form. I tried a Crafty Shag
(ffnar ffnar-Ed) 4.1% from Whitestar, Deep Throat
(Oooh Matron-Ed) 4.3% from Kelham Island,
Quickie (Oh I say-Ed) 3.9% from Rudgate and Jocks
Trap (Don't go there-Ed) 5% from Poachers. An
excellent beer festival and if you are ever in
Nottingham a must to visit

On Thursday April 19" I decided to be a Billy No
Mates and enjoy the delights of the Coopers
Tavern at Burton. I arrived for an early start at

5.30 and was soon enjoying some excellent beers,
including Blythe Staffie 4.4%, Amber Blond 3.6%,



Cairngorm Howler 4.2%, Holdens April Showers 4.3%,
Windsor Castle Kimber Drop 4.1%, Tower Coopers
Special 5% and Tollgate Billy's Best Bitter 5%, plus a
few others I can't remember. T never got chance to
try Jaipur, which is my favourite, because at 7.45 T
decided to go for the 8.00 train before I fell over.
After saying goodbye to Didler, who turned up later, I
staggered to the train station and can't remember how
I got home (Don't try this at home kids-Ed)

Fr‘iday 20™ saw Loco and I visit the Harrington Arms

beer festival at Thulston, which had a St
Georges day theme, 15 ales were available at
the festival with 4 in the main bar. I started
off with St Georges Patron Saint 4.5% while
Loco had Woodfordes Wherry 3.8% and
wished he hadn't. Wicked Hathern
Restoration 5% went down a treat and Loco
faired better with Wadworths St George
and the Dragon 4.6% (one of his favourite
breweries). Then we both tried Peak Ales
DPA 5% and Bradfield Olde English Ale

4.6%, which got missed off the programme. We
decided to shoot of f to the beer festival at the
William IV at Milford for a quick look and we
weren't disappointed. Northern One-der-ful 4.1%
and Maypole Ghost Train 4.7% (I seem to think
there is another brewery doing a Ghost Train)
both went down well and it was well worth the
effort to go and have a look
