CIDER AND PERRY 
MONTH - WHY OCTOBER? 

 
 

Last year, CAMRA designated October as 
its Cider and Perry Month, and you may 
well ask, "Why October?" After all, 
there's 11 perfectly good other months, 
aren't there? How about sometime in the 
summer, when the weather's better, for 
example? Well, October has several 
things going for it relating to both the 
fruit and the cider. 

 

Some years back, an organisation called Common Ground came up with the idea 
of having an Apple Day each October. Now Common Ground does little in the 
way of events themselves, they have always encouraged other groups to do things, 
whilst supporting and publicising them. However, Common Ground organised the 
first Apple Day event themselves, which took place in London's Covent Garden. 
And it was a startling success. CAMRA ran a cider bar and there was also a big 
market selling fruit produce. My lasting 
memory is that it was so windy we 
had to blue-tack the beer mats down to the 
tables! 
 

Since then, local Apple Day events take place all 
over the country. Common Ground's website located at 
www.commonground.org.uk lists them all, county by 
county, from August onwards. Some have cider, some don't, 
but for some strange reason, they all seem to have a longest 
apple peel competition. So one way for CAMRA to get involved 
in something cidery, is to link up with these local events, which are 
already taking place.

Hall.  We arrived just after 1330, our first task 
was finding our accommodation for the two 
night stay, at The Bentine Hotel.  After booking 

in, we then walked into the town centre to have a look around at what Southport 
had to offer. 
 

We firstly came across The Lakeside Inn, this is 
officially the smallest pub in the UK measuring 
just 22ft by 16ft, and is licensed for 50 people.  
Our next stop was book in at the Southport 
Theatre & Floral Hall on the Promenade.  Here 
we confirmed our attendance, and picked up 
our registration packs. We then took a brief 
stroll along the pier, the second longest pier in 
the country at 3650ft, before strolling along the 
famous Lord Street (known as the Paris of the North).  Here we firstly stopped off 

at Wetherspoons for a bite to eat and a pint.  Next 
we stopped off at The Willow Grove (Lloyds No. 
1) for further sustenance, after passing The 
Scarisbrick Hotel complex.  We continued along 
Lord Street and returned to our hotel for a little 
rest before the evening kicked in. 
 

In the evening we visited the Beerex to see what 
they had to offer, there was a choice of 60+ Beers 
(All on Gravity) and a couple of Ciders.  These 

included 2 beers from the new Southport Brewery, Sandgrounder Bitter (a Light 
Coloured Hoppy Beer) and Natterjack Premium Bitter (a Dark Bitter).  This is 
where we also found our first surprise, on the back of the Beer Tokens was a 
voucher to be used at The Barons Bar, (within The Scarisbrick Hotel complex) at 
their Beer Festival which was being held at the same time (21st April – 1st May).  
we naturally felt that it was only right to pay them a visit for a pint or two, before 
returning to our Beerex which didn’t close until 0030 !! 
 

On the Saturday after our excellent breakfast we took the short stroll down from 
the hotel to the Southport Theatre and Floral Hall ready for the start of the AGM 
at 0930.  A lively series of debates followed the Chairman’s opening address, and  
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The home-cooked food is something of a speciality and it is rapidly gaining an 
ever-widening reputation for its taste and value for money. 
 

The pub itself consists of two rooms - there is the public bar where punters can be 
entertained on some evenings and a completely non-smoking lounge bar where the 
excellent food can be enjoyed, as well as an excellent pint of course. 

 

Now, if all this lot isn’t enough to tempt you along to this smashing pub then what 
about the

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Clock Inn 

The Clock Inn can be found in South Normanton on Market Street and it is 
open every day, all day. It can be reached easily from Alfreton, Sutton in Ashfield, 
Mansfield, Nottingham, Chesterfield and Derby with good bus connections or by 
car via the M1 (from M1 junction 28 follow the signs for South Normanton and at 
the BP petrol station turn right (mini roundabout) -The Clock is about 400 metres 
on the left.  
 

The pub is a family run free house under 
the excellent control of Bob & Edward 
Skinner. The beers are always in first class 
condition - they wouldn’t be on sale other-
wise - as the Cask Marque accreditation 
proves. Since starting to sell real ales the 
pub has been a regular entry in the 
CAMRA Good Beer Guide and has been 
awarded the Pub of the Season (pictured 
right) on more than one occasion.   
Currently the regular beers are Marston’s Bitter and a Shepherd Neame beer 
backed up by guest beers.  
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it was soon lunchtime where we again popped into Southport for a meal and a 
pint, before returning to the Beerex for a quick one before the formal business re-
commenced.  Formal business finished at 4pm for the day, giving us enough time 
to return to the Beerex before the organised trip to Cain’s Brewery left from out-
side at 1700. 
 

The trip to Cain’s Brewery in Liverpool took about 
45 minutes.  On our arrival we were split up into 2 
groups of approx. 20 people each for the trip around 
the fabulous Cain’s Brewery.  Our tour lasted 
approx. 1 hour, after which we returned to the Cain’s 
Brewery Tap for our 2 free pints and light buffet.  
Our return bus wasn’t scheduled to leave until 2215, 
so we decided to take the short walk down to Wapping Brewery Tap (The Baltic 
Fleet), where we sampled a couple of their beers at well.  The Baltic Fleet is cur-
rently undergoing major restoration to take it back to its former glory.  There is the 
new Floor One restaurant, and other changes over the next few months include ex-
panding the Brewery, which will allow them to extend into the free trade. Our 
Cains return bus collected us all from the brewery tap, and returned us to the 
Beerex for a final one there. 
 

On Sunday after breakfast we checked 
out of our hotel, before taking the short 
stroll to the Theatre ready for the start of 
the final session of AGM business.  As 
usual the Sunday Session was a quiet 
affair with most still getting over last 
nights ‘Quality Control’ session.  We 
finalised the official business and dis-
banded from the Floral Hall for the last 
time. But we couldn’t leave Southport 
without a final visit to the Scarisbrick 
Hotel for Sunday lunch, and a couple 
more beers from Barons Bar from their 
Beer Festival. 
 

All in all this was an excellent weekend 
where we met up with many friends 
from neighbouring branches and met a 
lot of new ones as well.  Roll on the 
next National AGM at Glasgow (22nd – 
24th April 2005).  See you there.

Winter 2003 Pub of the Season  
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ALCOFROLICS IN DERBYSHIRE  
 

The gloriously sunny and warm penultimate Saturday of April greeted a score of 
thirsty Erewash Valley CAMRA members gathered at the 17th C. Holly Bush Inn 
in Makeney. Our numbers were enhanced by the presence of Ian Winterton, the 
then newly elected chairman of Derby Branch. Micro-breweries were somewhat 
conspicuously absent from the Bush’s beer menu but most agreed that the 
Archer’s St. George was in good nick. Those that tried the Wards Bitter repro-
brew were unsurprised to find that the well-known distinctive, malty flavour of 
yesteryear was missing. We joined the public footpath opposite the Holly Bush 
and climbed one of the southernmost tips of the Pennine Ridge - the views to-
wards the Chevin were stunning.  

 

Holbrook was the next stop and the Wheel Inn beck-
oned with the Funfair Brewing Co.  producing Big 
Wheel, a pale 3.9% IPA, brewed on the premises. How-
ever, the Wheel’s myriad delights did not include the 
country’s newest brewery as we sunned ourselves in 
the award winning garden enjoying the superb home-
baked ham baguettes for sustenance. We were not to be 
denied, however, because the landlord and brewer 
Dave Tizard realised that the throng of CAMRA mem-
bers was present and duly obliged by jugging the well 
received home brew up from the cellar. 

 

The nearby renowned Dead Poets Inn was our next 
port of call where we found Burton Bridge Golden 
Delicious and Banks & Taylor Dragonslayer amongst 
an untypically conservative range of ales.  
 

The Zig-Zag tickets we had purchased enabled us to 
reach our next destination - Kilburn - via the 71 and 
125 Trent-Barton Services and it was amusing to see 
the bemused expression on the driver’s face when a 

near empty bus was 
suddenly full of 
ebullient drinkers. 
 

By the time we had left the Good Beer Guide 
listed Traveller’s Rest, amnesia was making it 
very difficult to recall the plethora of available 
brews but I can recall that the ubiquitous Timo-
thy Taylor Landlord was one of them.

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No visit is complete without a trip to the 
well-stocked shop where there is a wide 
range of goodies available. 
After a very interesting visit, it was soon 
time to depart. We split into two 
groups - some of us decided to stay in 
Wainfleet and visited the Magdalene 
Centre for a strawberry cream tea and a 
tour of the museum. The others decided 
on a trip to the sunny shores of bracing 
Skegness where it absolutely threw it 
down - even the North Sea was flooded! 
Back to the Woolpack now for another great meal and then it was time for 
a bit of fun. This took the shape of a game or two or three of Jenga - great 
to play and great to watch. All good things have to come to an end and 
soon it was collapse in bed time.  
Sunday morning brings breakfast and the journey home from a smashing 
weekend.

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As Friday, 18th June arrives it’s time to head 
eastwards via Newark and Boston to arrive at 
the Lincolnshire home of Batemans Brewery - 
Wainfleet All Saints.  Having booked into our 
accommodation, it was time to explore - half 
an hour later and we had explored enough to 
earn ourselves a pint! One pint of Batemans 
DM later and after another bit of exploring, it 
was time to settle down for the evening in the 
Woolpack Hotel for another pint or two and a  
truly superb meal.  
 

The next day, we were all up bright 
and early - well, that’s a lie really, we 
were all up eventually at sometime 
in the morning. Breakfast over, it 
was time for a gentle stroll around 
Wainfleet before we all met up at the 
Brewery Visitor Centre ready for our 
tour.
