A LIGHT HEARTED LOOK AT THE HISTORY OF BEER

I've recently been on holiday in Egypt and | thoughmight be appropriate to repeat an
article which was published in our Spring 2000 iedibf Booze News - so here it is.

Beer was brewed by the ancient Egypti
and the process is shown on hieroglyp
dating from around 2400 BC. In fact
world’s first national brewer, Tut & Ca
men, established massive breweries w
are still standing today. The technique
exported to Europe under licence and
here that hops were being used as pa
brewing in 11th. Century Germany (it o
took about 3000 years for us European
catch on). In Britain, however, we w
brewing “ale”, but without hops becal
we hadn'’t heard of them, but we had plenty
of herb gardens to supply things like thyme aneémtery. The Normans, and the Romans
before them, tried to introduce wine as the natibeaerage but this failed mainly because
nobody had invented the corkscrew. Gradually thecgss spread from the local home-
brew to an up and coming small industry basedvartzs and also monasteries.
Typically, it wasn’t long before the Inland Revenoiethe time suddenly thought “Let’s
tax it”. Curses are due on Henry Il who, to payH@r outdoor activities known as the cru-
sades, introduced the Saladin Tithe. Sadly fordttnaker, the crusades have been over for
some years but we are stuck with the tax. Thinggethon without much change for an-
other 300 years or so and then some time in the Tsntury a major change took place.
An up and coming entrepreneur of the time, a aerléarris von Otter, introduced hops
into Britain from Holland. He didn’t actually liveo make his millions since it took an-
other 150 years or so before hops were on gerelebsthe home-brew shops.
Because there were no electrical mega-stores fysugfrigerators, beer was brewed dur-
ing the winter. On the continent, mainly in Germathe beer was kept drinkable during
the summer by packing it in ice to store it — intfthe term lager comes from the German
lagern which means “to store”. This was more or less tagesof affairs until up popped
yet another high — flying entrepreneur who invertteadIndustrial Revolution.
