north-east of Norwich, near Wroxham; thank-

fully the brewery is well signposted. We en-

joyed a pint of Wherry (what else?) at the

brewery tap before visiting the surprisingly

small brewery. There is a very good shop at-

tached to the brewery, with a display telling

the story of Woodforde’s birth and development dseavery. On sale in the shop
are a range of genuine Woodforde’s beer kits toaraky one of their beers, as
well as some very good quality clothing, pleasinigly my other half (but not for

my wallet...), available in smaller lady-friendly ez Woodforde's website is:
www.woodfordes.co.uk

At some point when visiting Norfolk, we always call at ‘Beers of Europe’ at
Setchley near Kings Lynn to stock up on the weird wonderful, as well as the
excellent.

If You're Ever in Aberdeen...

You'll probably be surprised at the range and dyaif real ales available. The

city has one impressive main thrash, Union St ler itraight mile long, with lots

of little streets leading off to the Northwardsitapressive late Georgian terraces,

and Southwards down to the busy harbour. With

my back to the crenellated granite Victorian

buildings near Mercat Cross, the busy intersec-

tions and rows of sturdy shops receding into the

distance on either side of this broad thoroughfare

reminded me of Edinburgh, or even New York!

Let's start at the east end, on Castle StreetySorr

the impressive building at the end of the long

mile isn’'t the Castle, it was demolished centuries

ago. It's now a Salvation Army Hostel, just a

hundred years or so old. First there’s Old Black-

friars at number 52, a pub/restaurant serving dalbzen Scottish ales and good

food all day, as do most Scots pubs. Next, at nurb&6, is The Tilted Wig,

serving Caledonian Deuchar’s and various guest aleere are several other pubs

just off Union Street listed in The Good Beer Guideich | didn’t have time to

visit, but | guess may be well worth seeking out.
Finally, why not try The Howff Bar, a few
minutes walk towards the west end of Union
Street? It isn’t part of a pub chain, and it
comes by personal recommendation. Don’t
be put off by the single doorway between
two shops, leading down a flight of steps to
a subterranean door. Inside, you'll find a
spacious well furnished cellar, with a small

bar, a large lounge area, and several cosy

alcoves. There’s always a Scots Ale on, and

the guest when | last visited was a sparkling pfmddnams, from Suffolk! Good
home cooked food is always available, and | was tolcheck the daily specials
board. The first time | visited, | was faced witietlargest portion of lasagne |
have ever seen, accompanied by some eight diffesdads. Next time | went for
a local dish, Stovies, which the English waitresswnable to describe.

Aberdeen is a surprisingly cosmopolitan city, aag@u hear many non Scottish
accents there, you could almost be anywhere imiBriDuring my visit in June, it
was hot and humid in the city centre, but just onle outside, on the promenade,

Don’triget that Admiral Lord
Nelson was born and bred locally at Burnham Thogrel learnt his sea craft
along these shores, so the influence of his lifé heroics is evident in many
places. The Jolly Sailor is also host to beers ftioenWolf Brewery, Attleborough
and | particularly enjoyed their Coyote Bitter, wiiturned out to be soft and
malty with honey overtones, very reminiscent of eononey-beers I've tasted.
Wolf also make a very good Wheat Beer, which isl warth trying if you like
things with a slightly sour bite.

Continuing east along the coast-road will evenyuall

bring you to Wells-Next-The-Sea, which is a persona

Mecca for us as it is home to Whin Hill Cider; meske
of some very fine blended and single-variety ciderd perries. We've followed
the growth of Whin Hill since we first stumbled ass them in their humble be-
ginnings some ten years ago. Jim and Pete areathesbehind Whin Hill, who
now have their cider making headquarters and sdléle side of the main car
park at Wells, where they've converted the old IssabWhen they started out, to
get enough apples to meet demand, they had to figpder apples from Somer-
set and Herefordshire. They now have larger orchatrdearby Stanhoe, where as
well as many cider apple trees, they have recetdlyted a great number of perry
pear trees. However, nothing changes and theircialed perries are so popular
that demand is still outstripping supply; all of020s perry was sold by August
2005 (we took the last of it for the Mansfield ahshfield CAMRA Beer Tent at
the 2005 Moorgreen Show) and the draught ciderallagne by October. Thank-
fully, they now bottle most of their production. WhHill has a string of well-
justified awards to their credit from a number &MRA beer festivals, including
Peterborough, the National Cider and Perry Changbips at Reading, and the
GBBF. They have a licence to sell cider and pesrycbnsumption on their prem-
iIses, so you can have a taste or a larger meaborgdsyou wish. As well as
draught ciders and perries, they produce a randmiied apple juices and our
personal favourite, a Dabinett single-variety cid&thin Hill's website is: www.
whinhillcider.co.uk

If you continue to head east as you leave Welts) th
branch right and head SE on the B1105 towards
Walsingham, you can turn left off the main road to
visit Warham and our all-time favourite pub, the
Three Horseshoes. The Three Horseshoe's would
appear to be stuck in a time-warp, with stone flags
on the floor, gas lighting, tap-and-spile beer &lgrr

on gravity, no music, no credit cards — and no hip
What they do have is excellent food, with every-
thing made, prepared and cooked on the premises ...
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North Norfolk, anyone?

As well as being a very picturesque part of thentgu North Norfolk is also a
very quiet and tranquil area, as many holiday-maksrpass the area on the way
to the glitzy delights of Great Yarmouth, or therist-focussed areas around the
Norfolk Broads. However, for those interested irdfhg quiet coastlines, unspoilt
countryside — and great beer and cider — may Imeoend North Norfolk as a
possible destination for a break or longer holiday?

In August 2005, we stayed in a small, linear vidag

just north of Fakenham, called South Creake and

this proved an ideal launch pad for our forays

around the area. Today, South Creake has only one

pub, The Ostrich, a traditional whitewashed

knapped-flint building, situated on the main road

through the village (B1355). The Ostrich free-house

is well known locally for its freshly cooked, home-

made food and range of well-kept real ales, which

always includes a range from Woodforde's and Adisarbeer festivals are a
regular occurrence here, particularly in the sumwién live music.
