Bryan points out that the demolition and closurguibs as well as the diabolical process
of theming means that, almost daily, we are logiag of our brewing heritage.

The evidence takes many forms — monograms, legteninwalls, trademarks and motifs in
windows and partially glazed doors. More unusualneples also occur, such as drainpipe
heads (Moors & Robsons, Hull) and foundation stothed Coope, Victoria Hotel, Bee-
ston, Notts).

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Budget Comment: Beer tax rise will hit consumers
...and will not increasireasury revenues

Beer Consumer Group, the Campaign for Real Ale Hitagut at the 1p increase in excise
duty on a pint of beer announced in the recent budgike Benner, Head of Campaigns
and Communications said, "We understand that theeonent needs to raise extra cash
in this Budget, but increasing beer duty is a fldweategy. As people only have so much
cash to spend in pubs and bars, increasing therddtyces average consumption which
reduces revenues from beer duty. This increasélievafor consumers after freezes in the
last two budgets indicated a more sensible apprfsaahthe Government.”
CAMRA also claimed that increasingly organised ganfbeer smugglers will be over-
joyed with today’s increase. Mr Benner said, "Hlggrer duty is the cause of smuggling
and the social problems which result from the unia&tgd and illegal sale of alcohol to
children. It also affects pubs and local jobs. Someewith a garage full of cheap low-tax
French fizz is unlikely to use their local. The phing-term solution is to reduce beer duty
to a level which knocks the profit out of smuggliigday’s increase is a slap in the face
for Britain’s 15 million beer drinkers."
CAMRA claims that a freeze or a small reductiom@er duty would have a positive effect
on Government revenues through multiplier effeAtpenny tax increase will add two or
three pence onto a pint over the bar because afidlyepubs set prices.
