If you're ever in Kent.....

You're in heaven! While the Good Beer Guide is alsvaiseful, there’s lots of
good Pubs out there which don’t have an entry,@altein the South East.

We stayed for a week, in a 500-year old half-tinslder
cottage in the middle of nowhere, between Ashford
and Canterbury, 3 miles from the nearest pub!

The annual oyster festiaal iw full swing, and the whole
town was heaving with people and traffic, so weeshdp parking half a mile out
of town., having left all the GBG pubs, and theygide festival far behind. As we
strolled back towards them, a vista of sparkling aed sailing boats opened up at
the end of a side street, so we turned off to lealmk. On the corner with Beach
Walk was the Hotel Continental, with a half fullnei bar overlooking the beach.

Naturally, we fell for
it, and | enjoyed a couple of super pints of Whitde Ale, fresh, light and hoppy,
with one of the best fish soups | have ever tadwdwife enjoyed her chilled
house white wine and prawn salad too. To one didkeeobar was a separate res-
taurant, serving a la carte meals, which quicklgdiup with well-dressed couples
and families, a sure sign of a place with a goqaitaion.

One day we visited Dungeness, a strange land
of lakes and dead flat shingle, supporting sea
cabbages and scrubby bushes, a bird watchers
paradise.

CAMRA is concerned that continued consolidatiothi& beer industry and the
global focus of the market leaders is eroding #wétdige of British beer.

Mike Benner, Head of Campaigns and Communicatiaits $Over the last few
years we've seen the big global brewers dump Bekibread and Tetley's from
their company names, replaced by Coors, InterbrehCGarlsberg UK; names
which have little to do with our unique brewing itege and mean very little to
most beer drinkers. The top four brewers have 8086 of the beer market and
most of their promotional activity is on key glotager brands. We need to see
more commitment to the UK market with the big bresmeot only producing but
promoting real ales, nationally and regionallyb&dance their lager portfolios and
give consumers greater choice."

Mr. Benner added, "The loss of yet another histébficewery and a number of
jobs is bad news. Following the sell-off of The@kss$, closing of Fountainbridge
and now Tyne Brewery, S&N is seriously reducingcaipacity and restricting its
ability to grow. | think that may leave it in a warable position."

- Pub industry needs to work with the Government tamprove town

Consumer Group, the Campaign for Real Ale, has ameérl the Government's
Alcohol Harm Reduction Strategy launched in Marbtike Benner, Head of
Campaigns, said, "The Strategy provides pub conegawith an opportunity to
get involved with their local communities in order improve the pub scene in
town centres. In recent years, too much investriagstieen made in large themed
town centre bars aimed at the lucrative youth ntamile traditional community
pubs have often been left to whither. This apprdsah fuelled problems with al-
cohol-related disorder and made many town centoegonareas for anyone over
the age of 25."

CAMRA is encouraging the industry to throw its widpehind the 'code of good
conduct' schemes outlined in the Strategy which evisure that industry works
alongside local communities on issues such as tagkerdrinking and making
town centres more welcoming and safer at night.Bénner added, "Participation
in these schemes is voluntary and it is esset#lthe industry rises to this chal-
lenge. If it does not, then legislation is liketylie the result.”

CAMRA has also welcomed the Government's intentiowork with the industry
to reduce anti-social behaviour, by consideringlélyeut of pubs and providing of
seating. Mike Benner said, "The emphasis in puigdeseeds to move away from
large drinking halls with few seats where custonaesforced to stand and more
people can be crammed in.
