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A cool, damp Saturday arrives and Steven & I hurry 
along to catch the direct bus from Hucknall to Derby.  
We arrived at Derby bus station just after 11.30 am and 
headed off towards our first pit stop at the Brunswick 
Inn, near the train station (this was originally arranged

I sought out Graham Yates, the Brewer and Licensee, as I had ar-
ranged for a tour around his Brewery, which is next to and underneath the Brunswick.  
When all of our party had arrived, we split into 2 groups, to be shown around the Brewery, 
which was a first to me, I enjoyed it so much I went with both groups (I have to admit this 
was because I forgot to take my camera with me the 1st time round!)  Graham had an 
amazing array of real ales on offer, 7 house beers and 7 guest beers, he did actually apolo-
gize saying that he usually had 16 beers available but he’d been short staffed this morning! 
The beers on offer included the Brunswick 2nd Brew, Triple Hop and Railway Porter. Wes-
ton’s Old Rosie Cider was also available.  Incidentally Graham is brewing a batch of Rail-
way Porter for us as our Beer of the Festival at the Mansfield Beer Festival in April. A 
wide selection of food was also available and most people sampled its delights.

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I decided last year to extend my usual one day trip to the 
GBBF into a short break of three days by joining the 
Mansfield & Ashfield CAMRA trip. 
This was admirably organised by young Carl Brett who 
has surely missed a vocation as a travel agent. The trip 
promises rail travel to London, two nights at a good hotel 
near to the festival and a visit to Young’s Brewery for the 
all-in price of £120. This seemed exceptionally good value
