As usual, when | opened the plastic wrapping aromydcopy of ‘What’s Brewing’, the
customary inserts fell out. Now these, after a ayrglance, usually end up in the recy-
cling bin 99 times out of a 100, but this time, fmme reason, my attention was drawn to
the leaflet from the new * Beer Club of Britainh the past, despite liking the idea of hav-
ing beer delivered direct to my doorstep, | haveidld against these offers, on the
grounds of expense or commitment. But this timeerdiaving read the leaflet, | decided
to take the plunge and order their inaugural b28 bottles plus 4 free bottles for the first
1000 applicants for £39.95 + p & p. There was nmmitment to buying a certain number
of cases; | was free to have as many or as fewvasied. All | have to remember is to tell
them if | don’t want a particular one (OK, | knohat they are reckoning on you forgetting
to do this, but what is the worse that could ha@péh get a case of beer that perhaps I'd
thought | didn’t really fancy but which might tuout to be not as bad as I'd anticipated.
I'd force it down under the pretence or, who knoreslity of expanding my horizons).
Having ordered it over the internet, | didn't give second thought, until | arrived home a
few days later to find a slip from ANC telling mieat they were sorry to have missed me
but my parcel had been left next door. It wasntiluntried to pick it up that | realised
what it was. | carried it home with a child-likense of anticipation. Having opened it |
could admire my purchase: four bottles each of Kellisland Pale Rider, Wadworth JCB,
Ringwood Best Bitter, and the free ones were Bamimbbel, St. Feuillien Blond and
Gouden Carolus Triple. The last 3 were Belgianlbdtconditioned beers and this brings
me to the nub of my article: are bottled conditiheers better than other bottled ones?
This has to be, of course, a question of persasat tout all | have to go on is my personal
taste, so here goes. | know that what separatéaleefrom the rest is that it continues to
develop in the cask and that is what makes it sucliverse and wonderful product so,
surely, that should hold true for beer in botties? Well, in my experience, no. Even with
chilling and very careful pouring, my three Belgia@ers, which, according to the tasting
notes, should have been significantly differentjeshup tasting very much the same. The
reason? The very ingredient that is responsibléHferexistence of beer in the first place,
namely the yeast. In a cask, due to its size aapestthe yeast can settle to the bottom and
should not itself effect the taste or clarity of tfinal product: indeed if it does the beer is
deemed not to be ready to serve. Now maybe a diaaparison between cask condi-
tioned and bottled conditioned beer should not laelen perhaps because it is a cultural
thing, cask conditioned beer being more British bottled conditioned beer being more
mainland European.

whole family, leaving the brewery in Richard’s salearge. The new Stables bar really
took off at Easter 2003. The storage containerldyifollowed, prompted by a very hot
summer, for cooling, for storage and for dispensirggbeer.
Rumours were heard about the Old Oak Inn at HoMlepdhouse, which seemed ideal to
the fledgling Pub Co. and ultimately resulted ia thriving pub seen today. The Old Oak
Inn was threatened by demolition and redevelopniaiit,
following action by the local community, it was cesd
by the Leadmill Pub Company. It gradually cameife, |
piece by piece during Oct 2003, with the bar figstickly
followed by the cellar, and gradually individualoros
were re-established.
A brief incursion was made in to a second ventatehe
King William, Milford, but whilst it was met with nnch...
