Winter 2003 Pub of the Season  
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Note from the Author  
Forgive me father for I have sinned  - I don’t drink beer (I do like a bit of cider though).  
Therefore I am unable to comment on names or quality of beers. I can only say whether 
there was a lot of choice and whether or not the others were enjoying their drinks! The 
story begins …. 

 

As the sun rose on Saturday 4th September I had a feeling I was in for an enjoyable day as 
it was my first ale away day with the CAMRA crew. At 11.20 am Steven and I headed off 
on the tram to meet up at the Vat and Fiddle for the first pit stop on our tour of the fair city 
of Nottingham. The Vat and Fiddle is one of our favourite pubs to sit and relax in as they 
serve a prolific choice of beer, whiskies and vodkas as well as two choices of cider for 
me – yay! 
I was aware that Gus had invited all the young members in the East Midlands to what was 
originally a trip for the Mansfield and Ashfield Branch, what I wasn’t aware of was just 
how good a turnout there would be. We had members from Mansfield, Loughborough, 
Chesterfield, Lincoln, Derby and Nottingham to name a few. After saying hello to our fel-
low branch members, Steven and I went to sit with the ‘young ones’ where it was decided 
that we would separate from the Mansfield and Ashfield group and meet with them at the 
final pub of the day - the Old Moot Hall at about 6.00 pm (we actually arrived at 7.30 pm 
going strong, when the more mature members were heading off home to bed – he he).   
After deciding to stay mainly in the city centre but with no particular itinerary we headed 
off to Fellows, Morton and Clayton on Canal Street at about 1.00 pm.

The pub 
brews it’s own beer (not quite sure of the name) which seemed to go down very well with 
Steven (it didn’t last very long!). It also has a large wide screen TV showing sport for 
those who are interested in such things. They also had a very nice looking menu but it was 
a little early in the day to sample it’s delights.  
A small group of us now headed off towards the Newshouse also on Canal Street but a few 

minutes brisk walk away (the others were finishing their 
drinks – eager to have more than one in each pub me thinks!). 
A more cosy pub than Fellows with a couple of beers on and 
one cider.  With a few drinks inside of us the group was be-
coming a very friendly one with people chatting quite freely 
with one another.   
We now headed off for a bit of a walk and went to Lloyds No. 
1 in the Lace Market/Hockley area. This is a Wetherspoons 
pub with a few beers and good menu. Steven can remember 
having Bateman’s XXXB here but that’s because it is a par-
ticular favourite of his. This is a lively pub in the heart of the 
city especially on the weekend.  Despite being busy, we found 
a corner that we commandeered (by this time there were 18 of 
us) and we were a particularly relaxed chatty bunch.

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Our next port of call was the famous Bell Inn 
on Angel Row, a Hardy and Hanson pub with 
the usual four choices (Kimberly Mild, Best, 
Olde Trip and William Clarke) with a couple 
of guests, sadly no real cider was available but 
there was a good menu as is usual in the 
Hardy & Hanson chain. Steven and I quickly 
finished our drinks at the Bell and went on 
ahead to Wetherspoons on the Market Square 
for some early dinner. I was pleased to find a 
nice cider here (although bottled) - Weston’s 
Medium Sweet and the choice of beer was the 
usual Wetherspoons fare. Our meal was ok 
but I’ve had better, my chilli was hot but 
looked micro waved, the rice was lukewarm 
and Steven’s burger was literally a burger in a 
bun with a few sprigs of salad and chips. We 
stayed here for some time while the other’s 
caught up.    
As the idea of the day was initially to visit 
Nottingham pub’s by tram and as yet most of 
us had not used the tram we decided to rem-
edy this by going to the Vernon Arms near the 

High School.  This was a quiet (it was about 6.00 pm though) and friendly pub with a pool 
table in one corner, which was where we seated ourselves, some playing pool, some play-
ing cards and others chatting. We now went back on the tram to the Keans Head in the 
Lace Market. We were running late to meet the others by this time, but felt it was neces-
sary to sample the delights of Nottingham’s first non smoking pub. As a non smoker I rel-
ished the idea of sitting in a smoke free pub (I’m sure that sentiment was not shared by the 
smokers in the group who were banished to the outside). However, I was disappointed to 
find that despite the large choice of beers, the place just 
lacked character. 
We now headed off towards the Old Moot Hall in Sneinton, 
by this time the beer had filtered down towards our feet 
making our walk more of a desert trudge thinking of the 
beer oasis that awaited us. We approached our destination 
just as our fellow branch members were leaving (well we 
were an hour and a half late!) but the walk had been worth-
while as the Old Moot Hall had a large range of beers to 
sample and an Old Rosie for me. There was also a showing 
of the England match for those of the sports persuasion. It 
was also nice to meet up with some of the hard core Not-
tingham branch members here, who we invited to follow us 
on the next leg of our beer journey which was to sample the 
delights of Mansfield Road.

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In 1874, The Palace was taken over by the 
Castelow family who brewed their own 
beer and in 1926, the pub was bought by 
the Melbourne Brewery - some of their 
windows can still be seen.  
In 1889, the Leeds & Wakefield Brewery 
was registered and in 1957, the name was  
changed to the Melbourne Brewery. This 
was taken over by Joshua Tetley in 1960. 
The pub itself offers Bass, Tetley Bitter, 
Burton Ale and up to seven guest beers - 
Anglo-Dutch Spikes On T’Way, Fullers London Pride, Elgoods Black Dog Mild, 
Cropton Best Bitter and Cropton Monkmans Slaughter were all available when we 
called.  
The Palace is open 11 am to 11 pm, Monday to Saturday, and 12 noon to 10.30 
pm on Sunday. Just like it’s sister pub, the Scarbrough Hotel, very reasonably 
priced food is also served daily.

CAMRA, the Campaign for Real Ale, supports 
Real Ale in a Bottle. 
 

This is the next best thing, and the bottled 
equivalent, of the draught real ales you can all 
enjoy at the pub. The beer is unpasteurised and 
is not artificially carbonated. It is a natural live 
product which contains yeast to give a slow 
secondary fermentation in the bottle. 
 

This process provides wonderful fresh flavours and helps give a pleasant, natural 
effervescence. However, not all ale brands are bottled in this manner.  
 

To check whether a product is a ‘real ale in a bottle’, you can look for the term 
bottle-conditioned on the label. Another term you might see is ‘conditioned in the 
bottle’.  
 

To remove confusion CAMRA has launched a hallmark ‘CAMRA says this is real 
ale’ (illustrated above) to clearly identify for you products that are the real thing: 
natural, living beers. Over the coming months you will start to see this logo ap-
pearing on the bottle labels of eligible beers. 

Real Ale in a Bottle 
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It’s Saturday and, by coincidence, it’s 
also the 25th September as I venture into 
Leeds city centre with Wayne - a Leeds 
CAMRA member who we transferred 
from Mansfield & Ashfield Branch. 
Our first port of call was the Leeds 
Branch Pub of the Year - namely the 
Scarbrough Hotel on Bishopsgate Street. 
This historic pub, standing on the site of 
an old moated medieval manor house, 
was rebuilt in 1765 as a very desirable 
residence with gardens extending down to the river.   
In 1789, Christopher Wilson, the Bishop of Bristol, inherited the building until the 
estate was split up, and it eventually was taken over by Henry Scarbrough in 1826 
who renamed it the Kings Arms. Many important visitors to Leeds stayed at the 
hotel which prospered for nearly 40 years until the railway viaduct was built 
nearby.  
In the late 1890’s the Kings Arms was taken over by Fred Wood, a noted theatre 
impresario, who renamed the building the Scarbrough Hotel.  
The pub has a great range of cask ales - Durham Magus, Anglo-Dutch Yorkshire 
Relish, Northumberland Bedlington Terrier, Rudgate Brewers Pride and Acorn 
Barnsley Gold were on offer when we called as well as Westons Old Rosie and 
Perry. Open 11 am to 11 pm, Monday to Saturday, and 12 noon to 10.30 pm on 
Sundays this pub is a must if you fancy a drink in very pleasant surroundings. 
Very reasonably priced food is also served daily from sandwiches to main meals. 

If You’re Ever In Leeds …... Visit The Scarbrough Hotel 

If You’re Still In Leeds ….…Why Not Visit The Palace 

The Palace can be found on Kirkgate next to the parish church and at one time it 
was outside the city boundary. Set into the churchyard wall is the East Bar stone 
which marks the eastern limit of Leeds during medieval times. The pub, reputedly 
named after a now defunct brewery, dates from the 1740’s and was first recorded 
as an inn in 1841.  
Henry Teal, one of the old landlords, used to build canal boats behind the pub - in 
fact the Aire & Calder Navigation is behind the pub and this joins on to the Leeds 
Liverpool Canal so being a boat builder would certainly have been a useful job in 
the days of canal transport.

The Bold Forester, Mansfield has now become part of the Greene 
King estate. Regular beers are now Greene King Abbot Ale & IPA 
and Morland Old Speckled Hen. Ruddles County is likely to be in-
cluded and possibly a mild.

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As we left the Old Moot Hall we sadly had to say goodbye 
to a large number of our throng as they had their respective 
trains to catch (or that was their excuse!).  
And so to the last few establishments of the day (well it was 
evening by now). We started with the Rose of England 
where we had a good chat with Ray Kirby (Nottingham 
Branch) who had now joined us.

Strictly speaking Fade doesn’t serve real British ale but it 
has a fine selection of continental beers including Leifmans 
Kriek, this is a fantastic cherry flavoured beer that even I 
enjoyed (much to Steven’s disgust because it was his drink I 
was sampling). Our final destination was the Forest Tavern 
by which time I have to admit Steven and I were more 
sleepy than drunk. The pubs we visited along Mansfield 
Road have tended to blur a little into each other but I know 
we were having a good time.

Gus Manning for organising us both before and during the event, especially as he was 
nursing a broken jaw and watching us all get merry (some would say it made a change for 
his opinion to be less vocal).

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Yes you’re right the GBBF isn’t until next August but following on from the 3-day trip 
that was organized in August 2004, I am now starting to plan next year’s trip, which hope-
fully promises to be the biggest and best yet ! 
We will start on Tuesday 2nd August 2005, from 
Chesterfield Railway Station. This is fairer for every-
body to know from the start that we will be using the 
Midland Mainline service from Chesterfield to Lon-
don St Pancras, those from the Derby area can join 
our trip on route. Minibuses to meet up with the train 
at Chesterfield could be organized if there are enough 
numbers interested from individual pick up points. 
On arrival at London St Pancras we will be collected 
by luxury coach once again and taken to our hotel. 
This will again be the London Hilton Olympia but 
this time it will be for a 3-night stay, so we will be staying Tuesday to Friday with Full 
English Breakfast included each morning. 
This will give everybody more free time to do what they want. This year was the first time 
that I have worked at the GBBF and I enjoyed it so much that I am already looking for-
ward to working again next year – you don’t see me say often that I enjoy working !!
